Studies, joined the staff of Reuters.

This weckend, while world attention
will be focused on Jerusalem, Biitzer
will - be home in Bethesda with his
wife, Lynn, an assistant buyer at the
Hecht Company.

“I've been happy ever since Sadat
said he was going.
